When I ride with a bridle, I ride like I donÕt have it; and when I don't have a bridle, I just pretend I do...

Pat talks about seat connection, energy connection, preparatory commands, the seat, leg and bit checks:, how to breathe while riding and where he learned the secret of riding with your belly button!

Linda talks about the ABCs of collection and how collection is not just about engagement, it's about grace, elegance, intimacy and how to get mentally, emotionally and physically collected with your horse.

We have developed new ways to help horses to WANT to flex says Linda as she discusses incentive, the Fluid Rein, Swinging the Shoulder, the Suspension Rein, relaxation and balance. You need to become so balanced your horse can't feel you.

Watch for a fun and inspirational riding demo at the end of this session with Linda and Remmer, Helen and Dusty, Rachel and Dreamy, and Don and Frontier.

'I want you to see there are 12 or more steps to one goal...' This is the teams' second session learning to pull the red sled, and Pat shows how he achieves confidence and lightness in stages using psychology and understanding.

Linda shows what it takes to have a Òsuccessful: session with this playful, curious character in the round corral, on a 22-foot Line, in a large open field on a 45-foot line, then saddling and riding.

You'll get to really see Allure's 'horsenality', how self-confident he is in himself, yet how unconfident he is as a learner. "He challenges me non-stop. Really causing me to be a leader. I have to play this great balancing act of being provocative and firm, yet playful and leave him with his dignity", says Linda.

This awesome and revealing demo was taped during the April 2006 Fluidity 1 - Freestyle Course at the Florida Parelli Center.

INSPIRATION: Parelli Games with Evanne Prater (16 min.) Evanne has been playing with Parelli for almost a decade, and has Parelli Professional Star Ratings in Young Horses, Colt Starting, Foundation, Horsemanship and Instructing.

Last October, while helping prepare race horses in Kentucky, Evanne suffered trauma to the brain stem when a horse fell on her. She was in a rehab hospital for three months - six weeks of which in a coma. Three and a half months after her accident, Evanne was back on her horse.

In this session, Evanne plays with her Trakehner Thoroughbred, Thunder Heart, in the Parelli Games on Tour in Washington 2005 and Oregon 2006. She is back on track to achieving her dream - playing with horses for a living.

Linda plays with Logan, a five-year-old Mustang gelding, and Pat with Chip, a five-year-old Grade QH gelding. Logan is perfect except…he invades your space, won't stop, ignores his rider, is hard to catch, bolts, bucks or shies, is needle shy and balks at trailer loading. Chip is perfect except…he is disrespectful, wants to do things his way, gets in your space, nips, and doesn't like trailer loading or being saddled. This session features a split screen format so you get to see every move Pat and Linda make—it's twice the savvy in one video! 

IMAGINATION: “Parelli Games & Puzzle Solving—The Slalom Puzzle” (12 min.) with Pat Parelli and Magic In this “how to” session, Pat demonstrates the steps for preparing your horse to play with his Slalom Puzzle from the Parelli Games. He shows how to isolate the steps and build the process to get your horse thinking and asking questions so it's all about communication and doesn't become a trick! 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ATTITUDE/KNOWLEDG:E “Needle Shy Demonstration” (57 min.) with Pat Parelli, Jesse, Karen, Cash and Sage In this demonstration Pat helps Karen's mare, Sage, with her dramatic claustrophobia and fear of needles. While riding Cash, Pat plays the Seven Games with Sage to develop trust, leadership and expose Sage's deep fear of confinement. This demonstration is not intended to teach the techniques for dealing with this kind of problem. It is to expose just how deep and severe it can be in some horses plus show the Level of savvy required to address it safely for both horse and human. IMPORTANT SAFETY WARNING: This session contains Level 4 techniques. Please do not attempt. In severe cases such as this, please consult with your Parelli Endorsed Professional. 

TECHNIQUES:  “Frustrating vs. Fascinating” (58 min.) with Linda Parelli and Nova When Linda's horse, Remmer, injured himself before a Parelli Tour event in Kentucky, Pat ‘loaned' her his Andalusian/TB mare, Nova. “Nova is the type of horse that feels a fly before it lands on her,” says Linda. Linda rides Nova and explains how she uses the Passenger Lesson to help Nova become softer—mentally and emotionally—teaching her to “fall in love with relaxation.” You'll see why and when Linda progresses from Passenger to Guider, plus excellent examples of how to mirror the horse while riding.

Pat plays with Seven while riding Cash and talks about using communication rather than tricks; teaching positive patterns; and the importance of mental and emotional exercise for the young horse’s development.

TECHNIQUES: “Fluidity with Fred and Cheyenne” (45 min.) with Linda Parelli

Linda helps Fred discover why his horse is having trouble shifting weight onto her hindquarters and how her bracey movement, hollow back and high head are the result of restrictive equipment. Linda demonstrates how to make adjustments to the saddle and pad and introduces Fluidity techniques to help Cheyenne’s self-carriage and allow her to stretch and round her topline at the walk, trot and canter.

IMAGINATION: “The Parelli Games – Squeeze Puzzles” (11 min.) with Pat Parelli and Cash

Pat talks about the Squeeze obstacle challenges in his “Parelli Games” and demonstrates how to properly prepare your horse to set you both up for success!

FLASHBACK: “California Expo 1987” (28 min.) with Pat Parelli, Sparky and a problem horse

Watch a young, passionate Pat Parelli deliver his natural message to an audience at the Cal. Horse Expo in 1987. Pat plays with and rides a problem horse that is known to rear and buck when ridden. A special surprise is seeing how Pat decides to dismount when the horse gets to buckin’!

BEHIND THE SCENES: “It’s A Girl!” (3 min.) with “Grandpa” Pat, daughter Marlene and Sparky

Pat and Marlene show off their “trick-riding” talents back in the days when the thought of being a granddad was just a dream...

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ATTITUDE/KNOWLEDGE: Smart Seven Part 14 (3 min.) with Pat Parelli and Smart Seven

In this session, Smart Seven is almost eight months old and this is his first time in a pasture (without Scamp) with a new herd of geldings. Pat introduces Seven to the herd and plays the role of "big brother" to help Seven meet his new buddies in a supervised environment. 

TECHNIQUES: "Behavior Shaping for the Horse" (58 min.) with Linda Parelli and Valerie Turner

Taped during the 2005 Savvy Conference in Colorado, Linda coaches Valerie and her mare in a session about "reading the horse" while riding. 

This session is about learning to respond appropriately and simply when something goes wrong; how to notice changes and adjust as you go along; discovering brace; and how to use sideways to relax and cause emotional change for the horse, creating a shift in his behavior. Says Linda, "Pat knows exactly what to do to help the horse's mental and emotional state, and that's what we need to be able to teach you to do."

Their first day is spent in separate pens with an adjoining panel, so it can be Scamp's idea for Seven to nurse. Pat explains the importance of the process being a transition for the foal as well as the mare.

TOOLS/TECHNIQUES: "Horse Behavior and Liberty" (89 min.) at Savvy Conference 2005 with Linda Parelli. At this demonstration during the 2005 Conference in Pagosa Springs, Colorado, Linda plays with Replica, the daughter of Pat's challenging stallion, Casper. Replica is a very unconfident, right brain mare, needing much retreat and effective leadership. Linda demonstrates "mirroring" to create rapport and uses retreat rather than pressure to draw Replica's attention. 

To show the opposite end of the confidence spectrum, Linda brings in her Dutch Warmblood, Remmer, a very confident, left brain, playful gelding. We learn how Linda uses provocative and imaginative play in the round corral to keep Remmer interested and asking questions. (Please note there is a small glitch approximately 13 minutes into this footage This is live footage of Savvy Conference and one of the cameras had an internal glitch. The DVD does not need to be replaced!)

INSPIRATION: "Pat Parelli with Cash, Nova and Casper" (32 min.) at Savvy Conference 2005

Linda talks about equality-having your horse bend equally right and left-and how the concept of Fluidity will not only affect the quality of your lead changes, but improve your circles and straight lines as well "It's all in the ribs!" Pat and Magic demonstrate diagonals and footfalls, simple and flying lead changes, and the "moment of suspension."

INSPIRATION: "Achieving Greatness Against Great Odds." with Pat, Lauren Barwick and Magic

Get ready for an extraordinary demonstration with Pat and 2004 Equine Canada Equestrian of the Year, Lauren Barwick. Lauren is recognized as one of Canada's elite Para Equestrians and plays with and rides Pat's mare, Magic, during the 2005 Savvy Conference.

"COWOLOGY": with Pat and friends

"This should be just a natural occurrence of things," says Pat. All the preparation we have seen from the day Smart Seven was born has been leading to this and everything else he will encounter as he grows. "You shouldn't have to break a horse in. It should just be another step in his life." 

INSPIRATION "Live Coaching with Linda: Jacksonville, FL" with Linda Parelli, June and Micheline 

In this session, Linda coaches June and Micheline with their horses, Moon and Flag. Moon is a seven-year-old Arabian with Impulsion difficulties, and Linda helps June with the Fluidity concepts of loose legs, no brace in the stirrups, Balance Point, matching the horse's energy, and mirroring at the walk and trot. "Riding is about balance, it's not about grip or strength." 

Micheline's seven-year-old Rocky Mountain Horse, Flag, needs help with right brain behavior, and Linda gives Micheline On Line tasks to help build Flag's self-confidence, especially around applause with the audience. In the riding lesson, Flag's 'right brain persistence' invites Linda to mount up and demonstrate how extreme right brain behavior requires extreme savvy! "Every time his brain leaves I'm going to do something to get it back." 

This is a highly inspirational session, and a great lesson in perseverance! Pat joins us at the end of the session with the burning question, "How good do YOU want to be with horses?" 

IMAGINATION "Smart Seven Part 11: 2004 Savvy Conference" with Pat Parelli, Scamp, Smart Seven, Barnum and Bailey Smart Seven made his "debut" at three months of age during the 2004 Savvy Conference with his 'Mom,' and his 'pasture buddies,' Barnum and Bailey (miniatures). This is Seven's fourth haltering experience, and Pat plays with him on a 22-foot Line, jumping barrels, trailer loading, and crossing a tarp and bridge obstacle for the first time! 

BEHIND THE SCENES "Do You Speak Horse?" with Pat Parelli and the Little Girl Who Could Speak Horse... You're in for a treat... Get ready for "The best horse noise" Pat's ever heard in his life!

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ATTITUDE/KNOWLEDGE Smart Seven Part 9 with Pat Parelli, Scamp and Smart Seven

Smart Seven is now seven weeks old and since our last Savvy Club DVD has been hanging out at Pat and Linda's house, getting scratches each day (Friendly Game) and socializing with Pat's mare, Magic, and the miniatures, Barnum and Bailey. In this session Pat plays with Scamp and Seven in the round corral for Seven's first Liberty session!

TOOLS/TECHNIQUES "Savvy Conference 2004: Fluidity Part 2" with Linda, Mike and Dolc?

Linda is introduced to a horse that lacks confidence when ridden, acts scared in the canter, is scared in transitions and is not comfortable in her body under saddle. "When there's a brace in the body there's a brace in the mind." Linda walks us through the signs that expose the horse's lack of confidence and how she bends through the neck but doesn't bend through her body. "She doesn't know how to use her body when ridden." Linda then rides with the Fusion? Saddle, Theraflex? Pad and Therashims?, mirroring the horse at the walk to build rapport and confidence. The results on the next day are quite amazing when the horse's mane changes, her expression is calmer, and she begins to use her whole body to move under saddle.

IMAGINATION "Cow psychology with Pat and Shortie" with Pat and Shortie

Pat rides Shortie (Cutting Horse Renaturalization, Savvy Club DVD May 2005) and plays 'put your nose on something' games with a cow in the playground at the Colorado Parelli Center.

INSPIRATION "Inspiration" with Pat Parelli, Magic (mare) and Casper (stallion)

Pat rides magic and plays with Casper at Liberty in Columbus, Ohio, in this wonderfully inspiring montage showing there's no limit to the fun you can have when you play with Natural Horsemanship!

SPORT SAVVY "Pat and Linda visit with Luis Lucio"

Great friend and honored guest, Spanish Olympic competitor, Luis Lucio, rides Linda's horse, Remmer, and discusses his "5-point training scale" for Dressage. Pat has Luis experience some natural horsemanship 'firsts' playing at Liberty with Pat's stallion, Liberty, riding bareback and bridle-less, and cutting!

You’ll see Pat playing the Seven Games with a new horse with his mare Magic as his legs! Magic helps Pat play the Seven Games with her own “Schwiegermutter looks” and Porcupine Games with her teeth! Pat plays with Scout, a 5 1/2-year-old QH Paint gelding who “fights the bit” and has never backed out of a trailer. Linda plays with Sebastian, a 12-year-old Dutch Warmblood gelding who “spooks and bolts when scared.”

IMAGINATION: “The Parelli Games in Huntsville, Alabama” with Pat, Neil Pye, Emilie and Porsche The Parelli Games are great imagination builders! How many different games, in different zones, in four savvys (On Line – Liberty – FreeStyle – Finesse), over three levels (Partnership – Harmony – Refinement) can you play with one obstacle? In this session you’ll see 16-year-old Emilie Thompson and her Arabian, Porsche, play with obstacles on a 45-foot Line: the tarp in the circle, the slalom, sideways over a pole, sideways over barrels, then the squeeze over the barrels from 45 feet away!

INSPIRATION “Kinder & Pferde” with the Savvy Kids from Stuttgart, Germany Get ready to be inspired... At the September 2004 Savvy Day in Germany, Pat and Linda received a wonderful surprise as they watched 12 young members of the Savvy Team (the youngest barely three years old!) play with their horses On Line, at Liberty, then riding FreeStyle bareback and bridleless!

Pat then uses Mom’s 12-foot Line for some “barbed wire training.” Then it’s time for “Fun With Foals!” Pat plays with Scamp on the 12 and 22-foot Lines with circles, change of direction, yo-yos, and sideways — all with Seven following at liberty! 

TOOLS/TECHNIQUES: "Welcome to a New Level of Fluidity!” at Savvy Conference 2004 with Linda Parelli Linda discusses how using ‘Fluidity’ for horse and human can help swishing tails, ears back, hollow backs, u-necks, bull necks, and more... “Your horse is your report card!” Linda shows how using Fluidity on her Dutch Warmblood, Remmer, has totally transformed his top line. “By looking at your horse I could tell how you ride, what kind of saddle you use and where you place the saddle!” Linda says, “It’s all about understanding what the horse’s body is telling you.” Linda brings in her Trakehner Warmblood, Allure, to watch his natural movement, plus we get to see five horses with different postures and identify positive/negative muscle development.

IMAGINATION: “Savvy Conference 2004: The Fundamentals of Performance” with Pat, Jake, John and Shorty In this session, you’ll meet ‘Shorty B Quick,’ a super cutting horse who decided he’d had enough of cows and competition. Pat talks about the program they used to revive Shorty’s enthusiasm, “A horse can only have dignity if he is confident, curious and sensitive...” Watch cool cutting demo’s with Pat [as the cow] and Jake Shoemark riding Shorty. Learn about “Banana Bends, “S” patterns, Falling Leaf Games, and the Shoulders Game. When the cows come in, Pat brings in Shorty’s owner, John Beug, for the official handover and a fun surprise when Pat removes Shorty’s bridle before the cutting begins!

"The mare uses leadership to take the foal across water, that's why it's so important we know how to help a foal be confident in our leadership." Pat then leads Seven through the water for the first time, eventually letting Scamp loose and leading Seven through the water with Scamp following at liberty. Pat also talks about his plan for after the first 168 hours of a foal's life, and takes an opportunity to naturally introduce Seven to fly spray.

In this session Pat wants to introduce Seven to lots of new things. He's brought a massager, a golf cart, a tarp, a saddle blanket, a pedestal, and a horse trailer. Pat starts with the massager, using it on Mom first because Mom loves the massager! (Watch for the brief clip of a student horse that thinks the massager is the best thing on earth!) Pat then helps Seven walk over the saddle blanket and tarp. “We want him to be brave and trust in our leadership.” The pedestal proves too much of a challenge at this stage, so Pat leaves it for another day and moves on to the trailer for Seven's first trailer loading session! 

TOOLS/TECHNIQUES:

“Seven Games, Tunica, MS” Part 2 with Linda and Pat Parelli, Sparkle and BJ Continued from Part 1 in the December 2004 DVD. Pat now plays Games 4-7 and trailer loading with Afrika, a six-year-old Hanoverian mare owned by Sparkle at the “Love, Language, Leadership” Tour stop in Tunica, Mississippi. Linda continues to play with seven-year-old BJ's barrel horse with trailer loading and Games 2 and 3 (Porcupine and Driving). Pat asks BJ to come into the arena and sit on a barrel to play the Yo-Yo and Circling Games with Afrika. On Day 2, watch BJ bridle his horse naturally and mount by himself for the first time!

FEAR MAKEOVER: “Savvy Conference 2004: Fear Makeover, Day Two” with Linda Parelli and Dr. Stephanie Burns Continued from Part 1 in the December 2004 DVD.Stephanie discusses the relationship between fear and learning for humans and horses. Brave fear makeover students Karen and Lorraine talk about their experiences with “Moving closer, staying longer,” and Linda gives insights into identifying a 'right brain' horse and knowing exactly “When to get off.”

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ATTITUDE/KNOWLEDGE: Smart Seven Part 4 with Pat Parelli, Scamp and Smart Seven

In this session, Smart Seven is now three-and-a-half days old and Pat continues to spend time on the most important thing – the relationship:

“When I show up, I want him to think, ‘Oh Boy!’”

Pat uses The Friendly Game#1 to help Smart Seven get used to Rhythmic Motion by swinging ropes around and above him. “There is not a better time in the world for a horse to learn than right now. When he sees that Mom doesn’t care, he knows he doesn’t need to care...” Pat now wants Smart Seven to start making sense of pressure – steady and rhythmic. Everything he does is to help develop skills which will enhance Seven’s talents. Pat also mimics the feel of a neck rein and cinch using a Savvy String. Pat is joined by son Caton and University student Jodie in this session.

TOOLS/TECHNIQUES: “Seven Games, Tunica, MS” Part 1 with Linda and Pat Parelli, Sparkle and BJ

Pat plays the Seven Games with Afrika, a six-year-old Hannovarian mare owned by Sparkle at the “Love, Language, Leadership” Tour stop in Tunica, Mississippi. Sparkle explains that Afrika “Intimidates me, is pushy on the ground, spooky, disrespectful, doesn’t like crowds, doesn’t saddle or bridle well, cannot trail ride, has to arrive one hour early at a show to calm her down, okay in dressage arena...” Pat is also joined by seven-year-old BJ and his barrel horse who has issues with ducking out before the second barrel.

FEAR MAKEOVER: “Savvy Conference 2004: Fear Makeover, Day One” with Linda Parelli and Dr. Stephanie Burns

Has fear ever stopped you from moving forward? How do we motivate ourselves when it gets frustrating or confusing? According to Dr. Stephanie Burns, people who have trouble with learning are not necessarily the problem! Join Linda and Stephanie over the next two Savvy Club DVDs for days two and three of these special presentations.

INSPIRATION: “The 45 P’s with Pat Parelli and the future President...” A magical moment with Pat and savvy seven-year-old, Christina, at a recent tour stop in IOWA...
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ATTITUDE/KNOWLEDGE: Smart Seven Part 3 with Pat Parelli, Caton Parelli, Scamp and Smart Seven In this session, Smart Seven is now 60 hours old and Pat talks about teaching the four most important things a horse can do: 1. Follow; 2. Stop and back up; 3. Yield the hindquarters; and 4. Yield the forehand. Pat plays with Smart Seven while riding Scamp and says he’d like Smart Seven to know Level 4 on the ground or better by the time he’s ready for his first ride. In the second session, “number-one-son” Caton Ryder Parelli joins Pat to ride Scamp and play with Smart Seven.

TOOLS/TECHNIQUES: “Level 2 Liberty” with Linda Parelli Join Linda’s Level 2 class at the Pat Parelli Center in Pagosa Springs, Colorado, for a session on the second of the Four Savvys: “Liberty.” Linda plays with a student horse that’s a little under-impulsive and “crabby!” You’ll discover the importance of lots of Friendly Game#1 for desensitization and relationship building, plus how Linda uses laziness to motivate!

IMAGINATION: “Linda’s first slide stop, Lyn’s first piaffe...”with Linda and Pat Parelli, and Lyn and Craig Johnson World Champion Reiner, Craig Johnson, surprised Linda at the 2004 Savvy Conference with a challenge to try her first-ever slide stop on one of his top stallions, Sugar Chic Olena. Not to be outdone, Pat calls Craig’s wife Lyn into the arena to try her first ever piaffe on his top mare, Magic!

INSPIRATION: “Karen Rohlf, Monte and River” Associate Parelli Professional, Karen Rohlf, presented with Monte (Lippizan gelding) and River (Andalusian x Thoroughbred mare) at the 2004 Savvy Conference. Karen demonstrates how she warms up her horses for a dressage session, plus how she takes the mystery out of collected maneuvers.

NEW LEVEL 1: “An introduction to the new Level 1 Program” with Dr. Stephanie Burns Stephanie explains how and why she became involved in the development of the new Level 1 program and the innovations necessary to ensure that “Level 1 purgatory” becomes a thing of the past for Parelli students!
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ATTITUDE/KNOWLEDGE: Smart 7 Part 2 with Pat Parelli, Scamp and Smart 7. Smart 7 was first introduced to Savvy Club members on the August “Special Edition” Savvy Club DVD. In this issue, Scamp and her new foal, Smart 7, are back for their third, fourth and fifth play sessions with Pat. In these sessions you’ll see how Pat gets creative with the Seven Games, using them to teach a new foal in the first few days of his life. Plus you’ll see 7’s first “doctoring” session using Photonic Torch therapy.

TECHNIQUES: “Time to Think” with Linda Parelli One of the most important things you can do when playing with horses is give them time to think. In this session Linda helps a student and her horse during a Level 1 class at the Pat Parelli Center in Ocala, Florida. You’ll get to really see what “right brain” behavior looks like in a nervous horse, and understand how teaching at the horse’s pace and giving her time to think, helps her left brain “kick in.” Doing this allows the horse to learn to jump in “thinking” mode, rather than “reacting” without thinking, and fearful.

IMAGINATION: “FreeStyle Circling Games” with Pat Parelli and Luis Lucio At a recent tour stop in Reno, Nevada, Pat invited a very special guest to come out of the audience for some bareback, bridle-less, FreeStyle riding! Luis Lucio, Olympic Equestrian competitor from Spain, was a little surprised but ultimately confident and ready for the challenge. Pat asked Luis to ride QH stallion, Liberty Major, and play FreeStyle Circling Games, Backups, and spins!

BEHIND THE SCENES: “Outtakes with Allure” with Linda Parelli and Allure Linda’s five-year-old Trakhener Warmblood, Allure, is becoming very well known for his antics in front of crowds on tour and with his pasture buddies, Remmer and Sirocco. During a recent video session with Linda, Allure decided that video sessions are BORING. So he decided to entertain himself in a very fascinating way...
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INTRODUCING SMART 7 Part 1 : with Pat Parelli, Scamp and 12-hour-old Smart 7

August 2004 was to be an audio CD month for Savvy Club members, but with the birth of Scamp’s new foal, Smart 7, we just could not wait for another month to pass before introducing this special horse to you! We will be documenting Smart 7’s life as a “Parelli horse” for Savvy Club, starting with his first 168 hours of interaction with humans. This DVD (Part 1) documents the first hour Pat enjoyed with Scamp and Smart 7. Smart 7 is out of Scamp, one of Pat’s first ‘superstars,’ and by Sailing Smart, by Smart Chic O Lena and out of Sailing Doll, owned by Lyn and Craig Johnson. 

ALLURE LEARNS TO JUMP BARRELS : with Linda Parelli and Allure

“A talented, high-spirited, exuberant... punk,” is how Linda refers to her fun-lovin’ five-year-old Trakehner Warmblood gelding, Allure. During the 2004 “Love, Language, Leadership” Tour, Linda decided Allure was ready to learn to jump full-size, upright, “cow-flavored” barrels (approx. 3ft. 3in. high). Allure had already learned to jump barrels laying on their sides, (approx. 2ft. 4in.), then small upright barrels (approx. 2ft. 6in.). After watching him begin to clear these jumps by at least two feet, Linda knew it was time to go to the next level. You’ll see how Linda prepares Allure before the session, helping him go from “right brain” prey animal (fearful, reactive) to “left brain” partner (thinking, responsive). 

LEVEL 2 LEAD CHANGES : with Linda Parelli and Remmer

At a recent Savvy Club “Backstage Pass” evening at the 2004 “Love, Language, Leadership” Tour, Linda demonstrated the Level 2 Program flying lead changes task to music. Not satisfied with just watching this to music, one Savvy Club member requested that Linda do the demonstration again, but without the music, with her microphone turned on, and explaining in detail what it was she was actually doing!
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ATTITUDE/KNOWLEDGE:  Pat Parelli: “Principles Before Goals” and Linda Parelli: “Fluidity Simulations” 

Taped during the Craig Johnson/Pat Parelli Reining Course in 2003, Pat talks about why Reiners are required to “drop the bridle,” and the importance of not letting your goals compromise your principles. Pat then introduces Linda, who presents the concepts of “Fluidity.” 

You’ll discover how a rider’s posture and shape directly affects their horse’s shape; how to walk, trot, and canter in your own body; how to address straightness/ crookedness in your horse’s body; and how to practice simulations and get feedback by riding a friend! 

TOOLS/TECHNIQUES:  Pat Parelli: “The Horse That Was Afraid of Bicycles”

Watch Pat prepare a horse that is deathly afraid of bicycles. You’ll see this horse become calmer as Pat starts playing the Seven Games, and you won’t believe what happens when they bring a unicycle, and then a bicycle into the arena!

Linda and her horse Remmer demonstrate how to expand your imagination with a log, from Friendly to Squeeze and everything in between.
